Dear Preschool Parents, 

We are beginning to plan for our Spring Showcase 2010! This year the Preschool program will be performing in a separate                
performance on Sunday May 24th, 2010 at 1:00pm.   This year we have decided to take a different approach to our costume ordering 
for our Preschool program, which we are very excited about! The process we have chosen to use is Costume Manager, an online     

costume ordering company. 

After measuring the student in class, your student‘s Instructor will be giving you a hand out with all of the appropriate instructions. 
This instructional sheet, which will be given to you in December, will include your Class List ID and your child’s measurements.  Using 
the instructional sheet, each family will go online to order and pay for his or her costume. This does require internet access (if you do 
not have access to the internet please talk to your instructor or the office staff). When the dancer accesses  COSTUMEMANAGER.COM                      
you will be asked to type in their class List ID in order to find their list of items to purchase. If you lose this number they can also 
search for their list by instructors name or studio name.  Please remember that when choosing a size for your student the most       
important measurement is the girth. It’s very vital to keep this in mind!  After ordering the costume online they will then be shipped to 

Canyon Concert Dance Center and will be handed out 2 weeks prior to the Spring Showcase.  

The deadline for ordering  your costume is    JANUARY 10th, 2010. 

We hope that this will prove to be a simpler process for ordering costumes for our school.  We would like to hear your feedback after 
you have ordered your costume to better help us decide if we want to continue to use this program in the future. Please call of stop by 
the office if you have any questions.

Noverre's ballets told stories taken from ancient Greek myths or dramas. But during the early 1800's, people no longer cared about old gods and heroes. The romantic period began as people became interested in stories of escape from the real world to dreamlike worlds or foreign lands.   
Ballet technique was expanded, especially for women, to express the new ideas. For example, women dancers learned to dance on their toes. This achievement helped them look like heavenly beings visiting the earth but barely touching it. Romantic ballet presented women as ideal and, for the first time, gave them greater importance than men. Male dancers became chiefly porters, whose purpose was to lift the ballerinas (leading female dancers) and show how light they were.  
 
The Italian choreographer Filippo Taglioni created the first romantic ballet, La Sylphide (1832), for his daughter Marie. She danced the title role of the syl-phide

The first production of The Nutcracker 
was a failure:  neither critics nor the  
audience liked it.  However, future     

productions proved more popular. 
 

The San Francisco Ballet Company was 
the first company to perform The        
Nutcracker in the United States.  Their 
1944 production as directed by William 
Christensen.  The idea for the San    
Francisco version came from the    
memories of a teacher in the ballet     
company named George Ballenge who 
remembered a dance he performed in 

Russia as a child. 
 

However, it is a master choreographer 

The ballet The Nutcracker is over 100 
years old.  It was first presented at the 
Mariinsky Theatre in St. Petersburg, on 
December 17, 1892.  The famous    
Russian composer Peter (or Pyotr) 
Tchaikovsky was commissioned by the 
renowned choreographer Marius Petipa 
to compose a ballet score based on   
Alexandre Dumas’s adaptation of 
E.T.A. Hoffman’s tale “The Nutcracker 
and the Mouse King.”  The composer 
and choreographer had previously    
collaborated on    Sleeping Beauty.  
When Petipa fell ill, his assistant Lev 
Ivonov finalized the choreography for 

the ballet. 

George Balanchine who is credited 
with bringing new life to The           
Nutcracker.  He also had danced in The 
Nutcracker as a child in Russia.  In 
1954 he mounted a production of The 
Nutcracker for the New York City   
Ballet.  It is this production that paved 
the way for the popularity of The     
Nutcracker and its status as a holiday 
tradition.  In fact, many of the versions 
of The Nutcracker we see performed 
today are based on the version created 

by George Balanchine.
